Maria Elena Durazo

Ms. Durazo was elected Executive
Secretary-Treasurer of the Los
Angeles County Federation of Labor in
2006. Through over 300 local unions,
the Los Angeles County Federation of
Labor represents over 800,000
workers in every key industry. The
daughter of Mexican immigrant farm
workers, Ms. Durazo traveled from
Oregon to California with her parents
and nine siblings to work in the fields.
Before leading the Federation, Ms.
Durazo was President of the hotel
workers union UNITE-HERE, Local 11,
one of the most active unions in Los
Angeles County. Ms. Durazo is a
graduate of St. Mary® College in
Moraga and earned a law degree from
the People® College of Law.

Peter Groff

Peter Groff has served on the
Colorado State Senate since 2003. He
is the first African American in
Colorado history to hold the position of
President Pro Tempore of the
Colorado State Senate. Born in
Chicago, lllinois, Senator Groff was
raised in Denver, attended Denver
Public Schools, and is a graduate of
the University of Redlands and the
University of Denver College of Law. In
addition to serving as a state senator,
Senator Groff teaches at the University
of Denver and is the founder and
executive director of the University of
Denver Center for African American
Policy, a non-profit organization
working to achieve positive change in
the lives of African Americans through
academics, public discourse,
community and public service.

Kamala Harris

Kamala Harris is the District Attorney
of San Francisco. Elected in 2003, she
became the first female District
Attorney to be elected in San
Francisco, the first African American
elected as District Attorney in
California, and the first Indian
American elected to this position in the
United States. As a former Deputy
District Attorney in San Francisco and
Alameda County, Ms. Harris has
dedicated her career to prosecuting
violent crime, combating the sexual

exploitation of children and working to
improve the quality of life in her
community. Ms. Harris was born in
Oakland and raised in Berkeley. Her
parents were active in the civil rights
movement and instilled in her a strong
commitment to justice and public
service.. She has been honored by the
National Urban League as a "Woman
of Power" and received the Thurgood
Marshall Award from the National
Black Prosecutors Association in 2005.

Marjorie Hill

Marjorie Hill serves as the chief
executive officer of the Gay Men®
Health Crisis (GMHC), the nation®
oldest AIDS service organization. Prior
to working at GMHC, Dr. Hill served as
the Assistant Commissioner for the
Bureau of HIV/AIDS at the New York
City Department of Health and Mental
Hygiene and was appointed by former

Voncille Trotter Hines is a civic activist
in the Washington Metropolitan area.
For the past eight years, she has
worked on the Democratic staff of the
Committee on Energy and Commerce,
U.S. House of Representatives. Ms.
Hines is past president of the Arlington
County NAACP; past chair of the
Arlington County Multi-cultural
Advisory Commission; co-founder of
the Potomac Alliance; a member of the
Arlington County Commission on the
Status of Women; and serves on the
Steering Committee of the Arlington
County Democratic Committee as
Outreach/Visibility Co-Chair. Included
among her recognitions are the
Charles P. Monroe Civic Rights Award
and the 2006 Shirley Chisholm Award
for the Eighth Congressional District
from the Democratic Black Caucus of
Virginia.

Mark Macarro

Mark Macarro serves as the Tribal
Chairman of the Pechanga Band of
Luise—o Indians. He was first elected
to the council in 1992 and is serving
his fifth term as chairman. Mr. Macarro
also represents the Pechanga tribe in
the National Congress of American
Indians (NCAI). Through his work, Mr.
Macarro has worked to improve the
economic self-sufficiency and political
self-determination of his tribe. In
addition, Mr. Macarro works to
preserve the Pechanga tribal culture,
language, and traditional life through
traditional singing and speaking the
tribe® native language. Mr. Macarro is
a product of the California Public
Schools and holds a degree in political
science from the University of
California.

Edward McElroy

Ed McElroy is president of the 1.4
million-member American Federation
of Teachers. Mr. McElroy joined the
AFT executive council in 1974. Prior to
his election as AFT president in 2004,
McElroy served 12 years as AFT
secretary-treasurer. A longtime
educator and labor leader, Mr. McElroy
also serves on the executive council of
the AFL-CIO, to which he was elected
in December 2001.

American commander of US Armed
Forces in Iraq following the US
invasion in March 2003. He was the
highest ranking Hispanic serving in the
US armed forces. Lt. Gen. Sanchez is
a native of Rio Grande City, Texas. He
attended Texas A&l University,
Kingsville, on a ROTC scholarship and
was commissioned as an officer in
1973. He has received numerous
awards for his military service,
including the Defense Superior Service
Medal, the Legion of Merit, the Bronze
Star Medal for Valor, the Meritorious
Service Medal, and the Joint Service
Commendation Medal.

Smita Shah

Smita Shah is founder and president of
Spaan Technologies, a Chicago-based
company that specializes in
engineering, construction
management, facility and technology
services. She is a member of the
Society of Women Engineers and
served on President Clinton®
